Accepting Cookies

Why? If cookies are not accepted, you will not get credit for completing the online course.

1. Click on the “Tools” icon, the gear in the upper right hand corner (or Alt-X on the keyboard). Choose “Internet Options” from the menu.
2. Click on the “Privacy” tab, and then the “Advanced” button.
3. Make sure there are checks in the boxes labeled “Override automatic cookie handling” and “Always allow session cookies”. And both “First-party

Cookies” and “Third-party Cookies” are set to “Accept”. Then click on the “OK” button.
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To set a standard privacy level instead of using custom
settings, click the Default button.
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£ You can choose how cookies are handled in the Internet zone.
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
